LISTING POLICY

Listing Policy
Case management for all cases in which a jury trial is required at PTPH:

1. Fixture date to be provided at PTPH for all cases that fall within the following categories:
· Class 1 cases

· Serious sexual cases (RASSO)

· Terrorism cases

· Any other cases involving a death

· Any other cases involving special circumstances which require a fixture (judicial decision) – e.g. due to age of defendants/victims/witnesses, multiple expert witnesses

· Any case with a time estimate of 4 days or more
Maximum of 4 fixtures in any one week.
2. All other cases to be listed in the next available warned list as normal (1 week warned list).

3. All warned list cases to be given a firm date during the warned list week when the firm list is published approximately 4 weeks before the trial date.

4. The policy of listing all trial cases for pre-trial review (PTR) will cease. Trials will be listed for PTR only at the specific request of any party in the case or at the specific instigation of the Court. Any PTR will be listed during the week 2 weeks before the trial date.

5. It is the responsibility of the Prosecution and the Defence to notify the Court if any directions (e.g. stage dates, dates for service of Certificates of Trial Readiness) are not being complied with and the Court will decide if a further mention hearing is required to address non-compliance and/or make further directions.

6. If a fixed trial is not reached on its fixed date for any unavoidable reason (e.g. other trials overrunning, another CTL trial prioritised, lack of counsel), it will not be placed on standby for the remainder of that week but will be listed for mention to re-fix the trial on the day that it was due to be listed for trial (the only exception to this would be if Custody Time Limits apply). 

7. If any warned list trial is not reached on its firm date, it will not be placed on standby for the remainder of that week but will be listed for mention on the day it was due to be listed for trial for a new trial date to be identified (the only exception to this would be if Custody Time Limits apply).

8. In relation to paragraphs 6 and 7, it is the responsibility of Prosecution and Defence counsel to obtain witness and counsel availability and to have liaised with each other and with Listing to identify a new trial date before the mention hearing is called on in court.
